Concept note 

Hand-holding trainings of Special Juvenile Police Units (SJPUs) and Anti Human Trafficking Units (AHTUs) of Rajasthan
The Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015 and Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Model Rules, 2016 were notified to deal with two categories of children i.e. Children in Conflict with Law (CICL), Children in Need of Care and Protection (CNCP). The objective of Act is to cater their basic needs through proper care, protection, development, treatment and social re-integration. The Act also provides protection to children from various offences. Further, the Act emphasized on adopting child friendly approach while keeping in mind the best interest of the child.  
The effective implementation of the JJ Act and Model Rules lies mainly on Juvenile Justice Boards, Child Welfare Committees and Police. Generally Police including Special Juvenile Police Unit is the first point of contact for children who need care and protection and children who are alleged or have committed an offence.

Keeping in view the significant role of police with respect to children belonging to these categories of Children in Need of Care and Protection, Children in Conflict with Law and Child Victims, the Act has made special provision for the establishment of a Special Juvenile Police Units (SJPUs) in each district. The SJPUs have been vested with various roles and responsibilities to deal with the children while taking necessary actions for the protection of children. 

The Act also has provisions that at every police station level, at least one police officer shall be designated as the ‘Child Welfare Police Officer' to deal with children and coordinate with the police who will be part of Special Juvenile Police Units (SJPUs) of the district. Now, Child Welfare Police Officer (CWPO) will be the Investigation Officer for all cases involving children. 
In addition, State Government has constituted Anti Human Trafficking Units (AHTUs) in all police districts to prevent and combat the trafficking of human beings especially women and children.

The JJ Act and Model Rules further requires under Section 107(2) and Rule 89 that such police officers who frequently or exclusively engage with children or are primarily engaged in the prevention of offences committed by children go through special training, instruction and orientation on how to deal with such children in a child friendly manner. 
The existing trainings provided to CWPO are more on theoretical background which aimed to provide information related to provisions of the laws. These trainings do not cover the practical aspects and do not address their specific challenges. 

In this context, Child Protection Support Desk which is an initiative of Child Resource Centre, HCM RIPA, Department for Child Rights (DCR), Government of Rajasthan, Antakshari Foundation and UNICEF, propose to provide hand-holding trainings to the Child Welfare Police Officers of Special Juvenile Police Units and Police Officers of Anti Human Trafficking Units of each police district of Rajasthan. 
Objectives of training:
1. To train and sensitize Child Welfare Police Officers about the procedural and practical aspects related to JJ Act and other child related Acts.  

2. To orient the Police Officers of Anti Human Trafficking Units about their role in combating trafficking of children.
3. To acquaint the Child Welfare Police Officers and Police Officers of Anti Human Trafficking Units about the child friendly procedures. 

4. To provide the space for discussing their challenges and concerns.
5. To facilitate coordination between various authorities i.e. JJBs, CWCs, SJPUs & AHTUs.

Expected outcomes of training:

1. Participants will have in-depth knowledge about procedural and practical aspects related to JJ Act and other child related Acts.  

2. Participants will be able to understand their role in combating trafficking of children.
3. Participants will be able to build understanding about the child friendly procedures to be adopted while dealing with children. 

4. Participants will have probable solutions of their challenges and concerns.
5. Participants will be familiarize with the process and areas of coordination among various authorities i.e. JJBs, CWCs, SJPUs & AHTUs.

Duration:

· Training will be conducted for 1 day at the district police headquarter from 09.30 am to 4.30 pm.
Subject of the training:

The training will touch upon various Acts and Rules related to children through presentations, open discussions and case study method. To address emerging and practical issues, the training will cover the following Acts and Rules -

· Handling matters of privacy and confidentiality 

· Reporting and review of functioning of CWPOs

2. Protection of Children from Sexual Offences Act, 2012 and Rules, 2012
· Role of police in recoding cases and procedure of investigation 

· Child friendly procedures

· Coordination with JJBs, CWCs, DLSAs and DCPUs

· Enabling the child to access various services 

· Handling matters of privacy and confidentiality 
3. Prohibition of Child Marriage Act, 2006
· Role of police in prevention of child marriages  

· Taking legal action against offenders 

· Coordination with CWCs
4. The Child and Adolescent Labour (Prohibition and Regulation) Act, 1986

· Role of police in prohibiting practice of child labour   

· Taking legal action against offenders 

· Coordination with CWCs, DLSAs, AHTUs and DCPUs

5. Provisions related to human trafficking under IPC
· Surveillance of the trafficking prone areas  

· Role of police in preventing trafficking of children
